CARE AND MAINTENANCE

Some houschold cleaning chemicals may
affect the inside surfaces and plastic
shelves resulting in splitting or cracks
occurring.

When cleaning all plastic
parts inside this refrigerator,
only use diluted dishwashing
liquid (scapy water). Make
sure that all plastic parts
are thoroughly rinsed with
water after cleaning.

5. Whenever the refrigerator is moved to clean
or repositioned, the evaporating pan should
be removed and cleaned.
